WHAT IS A Cl RCLET?
Acirclet is acircle of netal, no nore than about a half inch or so wide. It is
worn on the head, across the forehead. A circlet has snmooth edges, with no
decorations sticking up fromthe edge. These are called "points". A circlet my
be plain or fancy, or even jewelled, and may be nmade of any netal the wearer
wi shes.

WHAT | S A CORONET OR CROMN?
The sane as a circlet, only it has points on it. These points can be fl eurs-de-
lis, crosses, or anything else. Just like circlets, a coronet or crown may be
very fancy and jewelled, or very plain

WHAT' S THE DI FFERENT BETWEEN A CORONET AND A CROMN?

The difference is in the person wearing it. Stylistically, there is no
di fference between the two. There's no way to tell if sonething is a crown or a
coronet just by looking at it.

WHO CAN WEAR A CI RCLET?
Anyone with the title of Lord or Lady may wear a circlet. Viceroys may al so
choose to wear a circlet. Sone people who are entitled to wear coronets and
crowns nay prefer to wear a circlet instead.

VWHO CAN WEAR A CORONET?
Anyone who has the title of Baron, Viscount, Count, and Prince (and their fenale
counterparts) nay wear a coronet.

VWHO CAN WEAR A CROMWN?
The word "crown" neans that the person wearing it is a Sovereign. Sovereigns are
Dukes, Duchesses, Kings, Queens, and the Enperor and Enpress.

WHAT RANK | S WHAT?
I mperial Estates Wit #18 has much nmore information on this, but you can al ways
just talk to a person wearing a circlet, coronet, or crown and ask them
