The regional chancel-
lor must inquire of the Imperial Steward (not the
local Steward) as to the declarant’s membership
status (Article VIII.B.1.c). Chancellor: Be sure you
ask about continuous membership! If you simply
ask if they’re current, or what their membership
looks like, all the Imperial Steward is likely to do
is check their status as it exists today. “Current” does
not necessarily mean there wasn’t a lapse.
